                               Marie’s Hat Pattern

This can be made on any size 16” circular needles as follows:

I usually use around a size 8, so I would cast on 76 sts.

If you use a size 7 – 80 sts

6  -  84 sts          

5 -  88 sts            10 ½ - 64 sts 

4 -  92 sts             11  -  60 sts

9 -  72 sts             13  -  52 sts

10  - 68 sts             15  -  44 sts

You can use any left-over yarns.  If you don’t have enough of one color, make it in stripes.

I usually have a set of double point needles of the same size (or one size smaller) to finish off the hat.

Cast on the number of sts that go with your needle size.  (If you are using needles larger than 10 ½ you may want to double your yarn).

Knit two, pearl two for about 9 inches.

Next row   -  Knit around

Decreasing: 

Row 1 –  * knit 9, knit 2 together*, repeat from * around

Row 2 – and all even rows - knit

Row 3 - * knit 8, knit 2 together*, repeat from * around

Row 5 – * knit 7, knit 2 together*, repeat from * around

Row 7 - * knit 6, knit 2 together*, repeat from * around

Row 9 –*knit 5, knit 2 together*, repeat from * around

Row 11 - *knit 4, knit 2 together, repeat from * around

Row 13 - *knit 3, knit 2 together, repeat form * around

Row 15 - * knit 2, knit 2 together, repeat from * around

Row 17 - * knit 1, knit 2 together, repeat from * around

Leaving a long tail, cut yarn.  Sew through all remaining sts and secure tightly so stitches won’t come loose.  You can add a pompom if you wish.
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
